Our program of no pictures of cperaticns would be attacked the
more strongly by press when we gave oub pictures of recreation

and scenery .

Second point: Our iscuance on our own motion of 1lnnccuous
pictures would give appenrance to U. S. and weorld generally
that we are trying te ¢2ll attention to the tests in a teasing

and mysterious and somewhat ludicrous way. This would undermine
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the very limited public reporting program for the tests
directed by the N3C. Under the circumstances, if you still
wish to go ahead with the booklet, we will lissue prints of
the pictures to the press only upon their inguiry and in-
cistence. Plecase provide negatives and captions so that we

may be preparcd to meet redquests.
